Installation Instructions
The Digitrax DHDP is shipped from the factory as a single unit that contains

five individual circuit boards.

1. To separate the plugs, carefully snap them apart along the pre-scored lines
on the circuit boards.

2. Plug the 9 pin plug from the DH series harness into the 9 pin socket of the
dummy plug.

3. Your locomotive is now ready to operate on DC layouts.

4. The Dummy Plug gives normal and reverse locomotive motor and direc-
tional lighting.
